| have a confession to make.When | became the parish food collection coordinator, | had
an ulterior motive.

Some background: month after month, year after year, I'd pass the less than full food barrel each
Sunday morning. Empty-handed, I'd say to myself, "I simply can't remember to bring any food!"
Immediately, foo d donations would be forgotten, and my forgetfulness only to be repeated the next
week.

A little over a year ago | had an epiphany: if | assumed some responsibility for encouraging food
donations, it might spur ME to remember. IT WORKED! I've rarely forgotten the food barrel since. |
began by adding a few extra items to my grocery basket, leaving them in our car trunk. After that, it's
an easy walk across the parking lot with items in hand to deposit in the food barrel.

None of us is unaware of the growing number of hungry in our area (a "plague” some have called it).
Among the first-time needy are job-holders who've hit a rough spot such as someurloughed workers,
those "underwater" with their mortgages, and recently unemployed--victims of the economy. Many of
these persons have been donors in thepast, but now find themselves making appeals.

Non-perishable food is always needed, as are financial contributions. Loaves and Fishes, St.
Matthew's Episcopal Food Closet and River City Food Bank are the recipients. In gratitude for the
ability to give, please be generous.

A NOTE ON THE READINGS: Isaiah 60:1 -6; Ephesians 3:1-12; Matthew 2:1-12; Ps 72:17, 10-14
The readings from Isaiah and the Psalms, as given above, speak of kings bringing tribute.
It is perhap s worth noting, that Matthew does not say that they were kings, or even that
they were Gentiles, and, contrary to his usual practice in his Infancy Narrative, does not
refer to these passages from the Jewish Scriptures.

A NOTE ON THE FEAST:

"Epiphany" is a word of Greek origin, related to such English words as "theophany,"
"phenotype," and "phenomenon.” It means an appearance, a displaying, a showing forth,
a making clear or public or obvious. On this day, Christians have traditionally celebrated
the making known of Jesus Christ to the world.

Christian Community

Community i | snét that what we are
that a part of why we join a congregation?

The Faith and Leadership Community (FLC) is an
intentional community for Young Adults ages 18 -28 who
seek to explore their faith, serve at area agencies and live
together with other young adults. WE are here to

support, encourage and mentor young adults during this
transitional time in their lives. WE do this by offering
weekly theological reflection as a group, oneon-one
spiritual direction with a clergy person, house meals made and shared together on a weekly basis, opportunities
to serve in the greater Saramento area and worship and serve at All Saints Episcopal Church.

Since this program began in 2006, we have had 15 students participate. Most of those 15 were not
Episcopalian, but interested in exploring their faith and seeing what the Episcopal Church is all about. Some
have gone on to become baptized and even confirmed in the Episcopal Church. FLC participants are asked to
worship weekly with the All Saints congregation and to be involved in a ministry of the church. Involvement
has included a variety of ministries such as coffee hour hosts, lay readers, altar guild, bible study facilitation,
sitting in on vestry, acolyting, and choir to name a few.

Students have come from all walks of lifei some have come from other countries such as China, Ethpia and
Peru while others have come from around our diocese including Santa Rosa and Davis. Some come to us from
the Foster Care system and others come from professors referring them to the program.

Each student who participates has a different experience and has grown in their faith walk. The following are
some quotes from alumni of the program.
